Peer Editing Instructions
Students are required to edit at least 3 student papers before the final drafts are turned in for credit. Peer editing post-its grades will be applied to the final grade of the student giving the feedback.
Grading:
· each post-it is worth 10 points
· specific feedback or no grade earned
Post-its:
· at least one helpful piece of feedback per post-it
· may not give only positive feedback
· may not say things like “good job” or “I liked it”
· feedback must be specific
· must appear on the rough draft
· do not be afraid to be brutally honest
Items to look for as a Peer Editor:
· spelling
· grammar
· punctuation
· sentences
· structure (does it make sense?)
· number of sentences required (7 per paragraph)
· run-ons
· 5 details
· topic/conclusion sentences
· Thesis
· title/author
· because
· claim/reason
· type of text
· did the paper actually answer the question?
· check against your Short Answer Format instructions
· use of “I” and “me” (NO!)
· style
· typed- Times New Roman, 12 point, double spaced
· [bookmark: _GoBack]written- blue or black ink, handwriting readable
